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Teaching is one of the fundamental objectives of the Human Rights Center (HRC).  Accordingly, the HRC offers several courses on human rights, both at the School of Law and as part of its public outreach activities.
UNDERGRADUATE ACTIVITIES
As part of the modernization of the law curriculum, the School of Law permanently established the optional course International Human Rights Law, which is offered on a regular basis to students who have completed the course on International Public Law.  The HRC prepared a general curriculum and special material for this course.  The course, attended also by numerous foreign exchange students, is available during both semesters.  
In the first semester of 2006, the course International Human Rights Law was taught by Professor Claudio Nash, the HRC’s Academic Coordinator.  In the second semester, the course was taught by Professor José Zalaquett with the assistance of and researchers Mariano Fernández and Helena Olea.

Optional courses that address critical issues in International Human Rights Law are also offered.  In the first semester of 2006, Professor Cecilia Medina and researcher Patricia Palacios jointly taught the optional course Discrimination: International Norms and Jurisprudence. In the second semester of 2006, Professor Cecilia Medina, aided by researchers Mariano Fernández and Helena Olea, taught  a workshop on "Analysis of Human Rights Jurisprudence” for outstanding students who had taken the optional course on International Human Rights Law.  
GRADUATE COURSES 
The Human Rights Center offers seminars and classes on human rights in study programs organized by the University of Chile.
INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM
The HRC has been teaching fellowship courses on human rights since 2004. Two fellowship courses on human rights are offered: one focuses on democratization processes and the other on human rights and women.

The main purpose of the courses is to train the region’s professionals through a system based on partial classroom attendance.  Students can thus continue their regular activities in their respective countries and, at the same time, acquire new professional tools.  During the academic term, students participate in on-line classes and debates, as well as attend classroom sessions in Santiago.
In the three years that the courses have been taught, the HRC has received around 150 applications for each course and over 1,800 requests for information from various Latin American countries.  By the end of 2006, the HRC had trained 150 professionals from 18 different Latin American countries.  
Fellowship Course on “Human Rights and Democratization Processes”
This fellowship course, organized together with the International Center for Transitional Justice (ICTJ) since 2004, is taught by Professor José Zalaquett.  The course is an opportunity to study transition to democracy and human rights in societies that have recently been affected by authoritarian regimes or armed conflict and also the general challenge of building viable democratic systems.
The course is tailored to professionals from different disciplines (law, journalism, education, social sciences and the like) whose current activities show their capacity to defend and promote human rights or who may influence the building of democratic societies that are more just and open in their countries of origin.  
From March 27 to April 7, 2006, after two weeks of on-line work to bring everyone up to speed, 25 students from different Latin American countries attended two weeks of classes in Chile. In addition to the HRC’s teachers, classes were taught by eminent international experts such as Víctor Abramovich (Argentina), Sofía Macher (Peru), Juan Méndez (Argentina), Pablo de Greiff (Colombia), Louis Bickford (United States), and Frank La Rue (Guatemala), along with nine invited Chilean professors.  The last week of the fellowship course took place in July with all  the students in Chile.  Classes included lectures by the former President of Chile, Ricardo Lagos Escobar, and the former Commander-in-Chief of the Army, Juan Emilio Cheyre.
This year’s version of the course was evaluated as “highly successful” by the participants. In a continuing effort to improve on our work, the course is currently under review and previous versions of the course are being evaluated.  The same applies to on-line participation methods, classroom techniques and the methods used to evaluate students.  In addition, a new study program has been prepared.  This new program is the result of the joint work among the members of the HRC, more than 75 students from previous fellowship courses, and 25 professors from foreign universities.
The course will be offered for the fourth time starting on March 5, 2007.

Fellowship Course on “Human Rights and Women: Theory and Practice” 

This Fellowship Course, available since 2004, is run by Professor Cecilia Medina. The main goal of the course is to train Latin American lawyers to use international human rights instruments to help eliminate discrimination against women in domestic and international spheres.  The course teaches international human rights law, feminist and gender theory, and tools for influencing public policy.  
From July 31 through December 15, 2006, 27 students from Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Honduras, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, and Uruguay took the course.  It involved three weeks of classroom sessions and 17 weeks of on-line classes.  In addition to academics from the HRC, classes and lectures were given by: Lorena Fries and Patsilí Toledo (Corporación Humanas); Héctor Faúndez, (Venezuelan Professor); Sonia Montaño (ECLAC); Ana Falú, (UNIFEM); Soledad Larraín (UNICEF); María Isabel Matamala (PAHO-WHO); María Elena Valenzuela (ILO); Federico Martínez and Flor Rojas (UNHCR); Teresa Valdés (CEDEM); Viviana Díaz (Association of Relatives of the Detained Disappeared); and Martín Abregú (Ford Foundation).
The course was rated as highly successful by the participants, and will be offered for the fourth time in 2007.
MASTER’S DEGREE PROGRAMS
Professor José Zalaquett teaches the required course Ethics and Government for the Master’s Degree Program in Management and Public Policies at the Industrial Engineering School, Faculty of Physics and Mathematics, University of Chile.  The course, offered in the first semester of 2006, was taught together with Professor Javier Couso. Professor Zalaquett was awarded the prize for the “Best Teacher of a Required Course” by the students of the Master’s Degree Program in Management and Public Policies, at the Industrial Engineering School, University of Chile, Santiago, Chile.
Professor Claudio Nash taught the course on The Inter-American Human Rights System and Its Impact on Domestic Legal Systems during the first semester, and conducted the seminar Chilean Cases before the Inter-American Court in the second semester for the Master’s Degree Program, Graduate School, School of Law, University of Chile.  
DOCTORATE IN LAW ACADEMIC COMMITTEE
Professor Cecilia Medina is a member of the Academic Committee of the Doctorate in Law program offered by the School of Law, University of Chile.
GRADUATE SCHOOL COUNCIL 
Professor José Zalaquett is a member of the Graduate School Council, School of Law, University of Chile.  
ASSESSMENT COUNCIL

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Throughout 2006, the Human Rights Center has conducted research and provided consulting services on the following projects:

• Accountability, the Fight against Corruption, and Transparency
The HRC started a new phase of the project on Accountability, Transparency, and the Fight against Corruption.  Lawyer Alex Muñoz joined the project in the role of coordinator.

During the year, work was focused on preparing a regional fellowship on Accountability, Transparency, and the Fight against Corruption, set against the backdrop of the political processes of consolidating democracy and human rights.  The HRC expects to be able to offer this new fellowship course in the first semester of 2008.

In the first semester of 2006, with the aid of Jacob Kopas, a Harvard Law School student, an extensive bibliography was collected and numerous interviews conducted with prominent national and foreign experts in order to enhance research work.  A detailed tentative program has been drawn up and the HRC is selecting the most appropriate and interesting material for each course module.  
Furthermore, the HRC asked Latin American and United States specialists to prepare 14 case studies on experiences, problems and strategies to fight against corruption.  We are receiving these studies, and are in the process of editing them with a view to publishing a textbook to be used as reference material for the course. 
On October 12 and 13, 2006, the HRC held an international consultative meeting to review the most recent progress and comparative experience in this field.  The meeting also was aimed at gathering opinions and constructive criticism on the approach, contents and methodology under consideration for the Regional Graduate Fellowship.  Participants included prominent experts and actors from Latin America, the United States and Europe.  Their remarks, contributions, and support for this initiative were very helpful.
As part of this project, Alex Muñoz and María José Eva attended a conference in Lima, Peru,  on Access to Official Information and the Fight against Corruption.  Moreover, Alex Muñoz attended the hearings held by the Inter-American Court of Human Rights held in Buenos Aires, Argentina in connection with the case Claude et al. vs. Chile, the first case brought before the Court dealing with the right of access to official information.  
From the outset, this project has had the support of The Open Society Institute, which has pledged its assistance for the period March 2007 through September 2008.

• Project “The Rights Established in the American Convention on Human Rights in Light of the Jurisprudence of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights”
A book on institutional and procedural aspects of the Inter-American Human Rights System is currently being completed. The book will be published in the first semester of 2007. It will be financed by a contribution made by the Embassy of Switzerland in Chile. 
 • Publications of the Fellowship Course "Human Rights and Women: Theory and Practice”
The HRC posted on its web site the paper “Selected Universal and Inter-American Jurisprudence on Human Rights and Women” by researcher Patricia Palacios, in July 2006.  The document is a compilation of jurisprudence by international organisms responsible for ensuring compliance with the obligation of the states in matters involving human rights (see Publications, below).
• Project “Program on Human Rights and Women”
The HRC is conducting a Program on Women in response to the interest and need perceived in Latin America to learn about discrimination against women and become knowledgeable in international human rights law to deal with this situation. 

The Program on Women studies international human rights law and addresses elements of feminist theory, economic analyses and political science to analyze the protection and guarantees of the human rights of women. Its organization is based on the starting point of discrimination against women and seeks to find, in international human rights law, the necessary elements and intervention tools to end existing barriers that prevent women from enjoying their human rights. 
One major activity in the Program on Women is the execution and improvement of the Fellowship Course Human Rights and Women: Theory and Practice, offered by the HRC since 2004.  Furthermore, the course intends to develop networks in the legal community of the region and promote research, publications and on-line information systems to support practical uses of legal systems to make progress to eliminate all forms of gender-based discrimination. 
Concerning areas of research, the Program will emphasize issues involving access to power, family relations, work relations, economic exclusion, violence against women and sexual and reproductive rights. 

This project is supported by the Sigrid Rausing Trust.
• Project Fellowship Course “Strengthening the Rule of Law by Training Justice System Professionals in Human Rights Issues”
The HRC is well aware that no human right is properly protected without access to justice.  At the same time, the quality of justice matters. It is essential that the actors who intervene in the criminal justice process are knowledgeable about the reach and content of human rights in national as well as international norms and practices. 
This program offers legal practitioners—judges, prosecutors, and public defenders--the opportunity to receive training in international human rights law, particularly in the Inter-American system and its treatment and obligations regarding the rights to personal liberty, due process, and non-discrimination.

The pilot version of this training program was conducted in Chile in 2006. The course lasted 16 weeks, divided into three parts: (1) the first phase of on-line teaching was dedicated to delivering theoretical background on the subjects to be addressed in the course; (2) the second phase consisted of a week of classroom sessions in Santiago, Chile with an emphasis on case analyses and criteria for conflict resolution used in the Inter-American Human Rights system; and (3) in the third and last phase, the students drafted a final paper based on a hypothetical case prepared by the academic team.  This final exercise required students to apply the theoretical and practical knowledge acquired on-line and during the week of classroom sessions.  
The course was rated “excellent” by the participants, who found it very useful since they had received no professional training in this area of the law.  Furthermore, they said that providing human rights training to legal practitioners is sorely needed, since the legal culture in which they operate suffers from a lack of awareness of human rights issues and frequently operates counter to the relevant international legal norms and obligations.
The closing ceremony took place on January 12, 2007. Those present included the course participants, representatives from the School of Law, Sonia Rojas Valdebenito, Attorney General, Eduardo Sepúlveda Crerar, the National Public Defender, Mirtha Ulloa González, Director of National Training for the Criminal Prosecution Unit, and Marco Montero, Head, Department of Studies and Projects, Office of the Public Defender.
This pilot course was designed with a view to replication in other countries in South America.  In fact, participants included criminal justice system professionals from Peru, Bolivia and Ecuador. The project has the support of the Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights and Humanitarian Law.


The second edition of the Human Rights Yearbook (see Publications, below) was presented in June of this year.  The Yearbook is published by the HRC to help disseminate, promote, teach and foster debate on human rights issues.
The publication is presented as a reference book on human rights and related issues. The idea is to provide public access to recent developments in human rights in national and international spheres in the annual period covered by each book (the year prior to its publication).

The book includes articles on theory –the second edition addresses the issue of economic, social and cultural rights, with articles by Víctor Abramovich and Sandra Liebenberg – and current events in human rights, analyses of national and international case law and regulatory matters.  This year includes the “Symposium: Amendments to the Constitution of the Republic of Chile in 2005”, presented as questions posed to Chilean experts on constitutional matters.  Each edition devotes a special section to presenting matters related to human rights.  This year, the issue addressed was access to public information.  
To maximize the dissemination of the Yearbook, the HRC, with the support of SISIB, University of Chile, posts it on the web site: www.anuariocdh.uchile.cl
A series of preliminary activities were carried out in the second semester with a view to the publication of the 2007 Yearbook.  Thus, the topics and the structure of the publication were defined, invitations were made to authors to contribute publications, and a follow-up was conducted on requests for articles to be published and articles prepared by HRC members for the Yearbook.


In May, students Valeska David and Alia Trabucco represented the School of Law at the Eleventh Inter-American Human Rights Competition, organized by the American University in Washington, D.C.  Out of a group of approximately 60 participating teams, they were awarded the prize for the best memorial in Spanish.  
In the second semester of 2006, Roberto Arteaga and Ignacio Mujica were selected as the students that will represent the School of Law at the Twelfth Inter-American Human Rights Competition at the American University. 


• Conference “Regulation of Torture in Chile: Prevention, Control and Reparation”
On the occasion of the visit to Chile of members of the Association for the Prevention of Torture (APT), the HRC and the APT convened a conference on Regulation of Torture in Chile: Prevention, Control and Reparation. The conference was attended by prominent jurists and members of the APT mission in Chile , Theo Van Boven, Juan Méndez and the President of APT, Marco Mona. Professor Cecilia Medina acted as moderator. 
The panelists reflected on the challenges that torture poses to states and local communities, in addition to urging those present to petition for the prompt ratification by Chile of the Optional Protocol to the United Nation’s Convention against Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment. 
• Research Visit 
In January and February 2006, the HRC Coordinator, Claudio Nash Rojas, was invited for a research visit at the Universidad Autónoma de Madrid and the Universidad Pompeu Fabra. At the Universidad Autónoma de Madrid, his research was guided by Professor Juan Carlos Bayón, while at the Universidad Pompeu Fabra, it was guided by the University Chancellor, Professor José Juan Moreso and also by Professor José Martí.

The research visit was made possible by a grant from the Ph.D. Program of the School of Law, University of Chile and MECESUP.
